The professional content of the course:

The course will enable Hungarian and European students to become familiar with the methods of economic governance applied by nation states, with the ‘EU’S Economic Policy, and with solutions to the challenges of globalization tendencies today.

15. Description of the course curriculum:

1. Factors determining economic governance: public policy, constitutional regulations, globalization and regionalization.

2. The effect of neo-liberalism on discharging economic governance responsibilities.

3. The macro-economic and public administration framework of economic governance.

4. Competition law models and competition law in developed market economies.

5. Applying business principles and economic governance.

6. Prospects for the application of management principles in the operation of economic public administration.

7. Public policy aspects in implementing the state’s economic responsibilities.

8. Managing public services: the difficulties of privatization and liberalization.

9. Economic efficiency of the reforms of the state’s welfare systems.

10. The role of high quality legislation and deregulation in the efficient operation of economic governance.

11. The efficiency of utilizing public money – measures against state corruption.

12. Public law rules for state and local government property: The practice of asset management and privatization.

The role of electronic public administration in increasing economic efficiency.

16. The description of course competences:

The course outlines the state’s current role in economy and the EU’s economic policy.

Also an analysis of what effect neo-liberal economic policy exerts on public administration will be included, as well as seeking an answer to whether the public administration institutions that have evolved are well-suited to adapt the development of the economy and the state’s economic policy to nation state interests.

Students will have the opportunity to learn about the most recent international developments influencing economic processes, globalization and regionalization, from the perspective of what advantages and disadvantages they have for nation state economies.
